Appreciate its 
high altitude and variation in colors. Return to Leh for an overnight stay.   

Day 4: Leh – Khardungla – Sham Region – Leh (148 kms/ 6-7 Hrs) 

After breakfast visit to Khardung La pass, this is the World’s highest motorable road at 18380 
feet. Return to Leh by afternoon and enjoy a Hot Lunch at the hotel. Post Lunch visit to 
Gurudwara Pathar Sahib, Magnetic Hill and Sangam of Zanskar and Indus River. Overnight stay 
at Leh.
